Mini-maps help keep the rest of the areas at hand.

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DETAILED DISPLAY

The Area View offers a better look at each of the
devices in an area. Direction of travel, the current
floor, whether the doors are open or closed,
service type, status and device name are all given
for instant viewing. Moving the cursor over the
device will bring up the Job ID and IP address, as
well as magnifying the name, service type icon and
providing the service type name. Also, when
hovering over a device the unrelated devices will
fade to provide a better grasp on the relationships.
